I consider the following Article important enough to post again.  Please call or 
email any Board member if you have questions.  Our homeowners are losing 
hard earned money by not making the change to a Property Owner’s 
Association.  The homeowners association was turned over by the builder that 
did not have any interest in our money. 

Important - POA Amendments 1-6 

We are in the process of amending our Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions to become a 
POA (amendments 1-6).  These amendments are very important to the financial future of the association.  The 
majority of homeowner associations currently operating in Georgia are a POA (Property Owners Association). 
Our current HOA (Homeowners Association) is outdated and the changes that occurred in 1994 with the 
adoption of the POA act in Georgia bring many advantages to homeowner associations.  In order for this 
amendment to go forward we will need a majority of homeowner signatures, a minimum of 51%.  This means 
we need you to complete the ballot when you get a chance to include your vote, we will be emailing to you 
soon. 

In addition to the POA issue, the amendments include a name change from the old “Westchester” to “Creekside 
Homeowners Association”.  We have sent out the information previously through email but we will post this 
information on the website as well for you to research.  What is a POA, you ask?  Well, basically there are 
several important features of the POA which are as follows: 

  �  Automatic Statutory Liens for unpaid assessments and fees – this means that as a 
 result, closing attorneys, title examiners, purchasers or owners must contact the association for a 
 statement of any amounts owed to the association prior to concluding a sale or refinance of the lot, or 
 risk the existence of a lien.  This is a very important as it puts Creekside first on the list of any liens that 
 must be fulfilled during the transaction of the property.  This will save the homeowners $1,000’s of 
 dollars that typically go to attorneys due to initiating liens, etc.  Why should we forfeit someone  
            else’s dues when we pay ours?  This will ensure homeowners (Association) will get paid back.  

�  Liens stay with the property, so when a property sells, someone will have to pay 
(buyer or seller).  This will save the homeowner’s $1,000’s of dollars. Example, if a property goes 
into foreclosure, the bank will be required to pay our homeowner’s (Association) back when they make 
settlement on the property.  Why should we lose money when you and I are required to pay ours? 

�  Tenants are obligated to comply with Association regulations - This is currently the 
same with the HOA we have, per our covenants.  No changes to homeowners. 

�  Attorney fees paid by owners for full amount incurred - This is important because 
attorney fees are currently paid upfront by the association and rarely are we awarded the costs back.  
This will also save the homeowners (Association) $1,000’s of dollars. Do you want to continue paying 
for someone else’s attorney fees? 

�  Perpetual Duration of the Covenants – the covenants will not expire.  Our current covenants 
will expire 20 years from declaration of 1995. 
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During the 2009 HOA Annual Meeting, we passed out ballots to the homeowners in attendance and there was 
100% vote of YES to go forward and 0% NO votes collected.  This is something the association needs to do 
for ALL of us, and we need to get this done as soon as possible to prevent future unnecessary costs to the 
homeowners (Association).  Please take the time to research and learn more about the POA and the amendment 
changes and fill out the ballot when you receive it.  If you have questions, please do not hesitate to call one of

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Recipe of the Month  
 
Spinach-Stuffed Mushrooms 
 
1 pkg. (6oz.) STOVE TOP Stuffing Mix for Chicken 
1 ½ cups of hot water 
40 fresh mushrooms (2 lbs) 
2 Tbsp. butter 
2 cloves garlic, minced 
1 pkg. (10 oz.) frozen chopped spinach, thawed, well drained 
1 cup shredded Mozzarella cheese 
1 cup grated Parmesan cheese 
 
Heat oven to 400 degrees F. 
 
Mix stuffing mix and water in large bowl, set aside.  Remove steps from mushrooms; chop stems.  Melt butter 
in skillet on medium heat.  Add chopped stems and garlic, cook and stir until tender.  Add to prepared stuffing 
with spinach and cheeses and mix well. 
 
Spoon mixture into mushroom caps.  Place, filled-side up in shallow pan. 
 
Bake 20 min. or until mushrooms are tender and filling is heated through.
